ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

e Students should be nominated by
the home University/Institute.

e Alearning agreement/study plan is
mandatory.

e The courses, credits, and grades
should be properly mapped.

¢ In the case of project work, there
should be an explicit agreement
between faculty project supervisors
of both the Institute/University.

e Students should not have any
outstanding backlog in their parent
University/Institute.

e The student may stay a maximum of
two semesters at [IT Guwahati July-
November (Summer Semester) or
January-May (Winter Semester).

e The student may undertake either
project work and /or course work at
[IT Guwahati.

e Courses of exchange semester may
be negotiated between the applicant
& Head of the concerned
Department of IIT Guwahati through
a Learning Agreement.

e Students should have a valid
passport and health insurance for
the period of stay at IIT Guwahati.

FINANCIAL
RESPONSIBILITY

e The student should have sufficient
funds to cover his or her own travel,
hostel room charges and living
expenses for the duration of their
study at lIT Guwahati. lIT Guwahati
does not charge tuition fee for
exchange students from partner
Institutions/Universities.

e If any foreign student would like to
visit IIT Guwahati for exchange or
otherwise mentioned above, from the
non-MoU institutes/universities he/she
has to pay tuition and other obligatory
charges as per Institute rules.

FEE STRUCTURE

¢ No fees for course/project work for
partner universities.

e For Non-Partner Universities, fees are
charged as per Institute rules.
