General Instructions for New Proposals:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The document “Research Areas in Space” offers a detailed overview of ISRO’s major programmes and outlines both current and emerging R&D requirements. It serves as a reference for advanced research needs pursued through the Space Technology Cells (STCs). Each research topic includes the associated ISRO/DOS Centre in parentheses. To assist faculty members in preparing relevant proposals, the document provides an extensive list of R&D areas, sub-areas, topics, along with brief descriptions.

2. Proposals are invited exclusively from faculty members of IIT Guwahati and must be submitted to the Convener of the STC.

3. Faculty members must identify a counterpart Co-PI from an appropriate ISRO Centre, based on the call for proposals issued by STC–IIT Guwahati.

4. The Principal Investigator must be below 65 years of age (including the duration of the project).

5. One hard copy and one soft copy of the proposal must be submitted to the STC.

6. STC Conveners will forward both hard and soft copies of the proposal to the respective ISRO/DOS Centre for evaluation. Evaluation criteria include novelty, methodology, approach, deliverables, PI’s experience in the subject area, project duration, budget, and other relevant factors.

7. Evaluation reports received from ISRO/DOS Centres will be reviewed by the Joint Policy Committee (JPC) of the STC before final recommendations for funding.

8. The Joint Policy Committee meets annually to review ongoing projects and newly evaluated proposals and provides feedback to the respective Principal Investigators.
